FIXTURE INSTALLATION
1. Attach the mounting plate w/ wing to the outlet box. The wings should be 
   orient horizontal. (The green screw should face against the wall). 

2. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box.
   Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut). Starting about 
   1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection with electrical tape so that the
   connections seals the end of the fastener.

3. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire
    in the outlet box. Fasten the joined wires as in step 3.

6. Restore power to the circuit breaker or fuse box.

4. Attach the fixture to the mounting plate with wing and secure it with 
   flathead screws. (See Figure-02)

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5. Install the lamps. (Type T-10 lamp) Incline the lamp and slide the tip to
    the empty ss cover until the position gets vertical then fasten it to the 

               socket on the other ss cover.(See Figure-03)
